REGISTRATION INFORMATION

REGISTRATION

To register, complete and mail the enclosed registration form with full payment. We accept personal checks only. Approximately three weeks prior to the class you will receive a class letter detailing your itinerary, what to bring, a class roster, directions and other information.

Early registration is recommended as we operate on a first-come, first-served basis. We keep classes small to ensure quality and enjoyment. Class size is generally six to ten.
CANCELLATIONS

Cancellations received less than 21 days before the start of a class will not receive a refund. Cancellations received 21 or more days before the start of a class will receive a full refund minus a $30 administration fee. 
If we do not have the minimum number of participants, a class will be cancelled 30 days prior to starting. Registrants will receive a full refund. Minimum for all classes is four people.

DETAILED CLASS INFORMATION

Please read your class letter carefully. It contains information including accommodations, start and end times and a general itinerary. Pay close attention to the list of what to bring from appropriate clothing to food, field guides and supplies.

WEATHER

We believe there is no such thing as bad weather, only inappropriate clothing. Our classes proceed rain or shine. Appropriate rain gear, clothing and footwear are very important. A clothing list will be included in your class letter. If severe weather forces us to cancel a class, participants will receive a full refund.

RISK AND RESPONSIBILITY

All of our programs are conducted at Flick Creek House and in the field and often involve some trail hiking. Participants should be in fair to good physical condition and prepared to spend at least part of the day outdoors.

Seminars are for eighteen years and older and please, no pets.

Remember, we may encounter mosquitoes, black flies, ticks, inclement weather and other unpredictable circumstances. Protective clothing, sunscreen, rain gear and insect repellant are advised. Participants assume full responsibility for their own safety and must provide their own health and accident insurance. You will be required to sign a health/risk and hold harmless waiver before the class begins.
